We have been advised that the Bishop of Burnley will license the Revd Derek Alfred Baines as Priest in Charge (SSM) of Hoole St Michael at Hoole St Michael on Thursday 13th October 2011 at 7.00pm.

Our PCC and congregation are cordially invited to this important service and we hope it will be possible for many of you to attend. A reception will be held after the service in the school hall and we trust we will receive the usual wonderful support from everybody by way of refreshments. Please look out for the notice in the church porch in due course.
PCC Meeting:  4th July 2011
Mrs Wood reported that the accounts were in a healthy position.  The second instalment on the planned charitable giving is now due and Mrs Wood suggested the church was in a position to do this.  For the benefit of the new members of the PCC, Mrs Wood explained that the church tries to support 3 charities on a regular basis: FOMO, Okorum Village and SHARE. The amount of giving has not changed for a couple of years and is £900 per charity per annum, paid in 3 instalments throughout the year. If all goes to plan, that is usually in April, July and October

The vestry roof was discussed.  Mr Barker reported that initially there had been damage done to the lead on the vestry roof which had been repaired.  However a week later the lead was stolen.  It is hoped that we shall be allowed to replace the lead sheathing with ridge tiles (to match those on the main part of the church roof) but before work can commence a faculty has to be obtained as the church is a listed building.  This can be quite a lengthy process.

Mr Barker also reported that due to the difficulty in accessing the current flag pole at the top of the tower it is proposed that a new free standing flag pole be erected at the side of the church The new flag pole will be on a base plate and will have a ‘locking device’ which should prevent ‘unauthorised’ flags being raised. The cost is estimated to be in the region of £1,600 and it is hoped donations will be received towards the cost.

Mrs Wright and Mrs Elphick reported on the Deanery Synod meeting held on 20th June 2011. The main topic was a talk given by Susan Witts, the Diocesan Children’s Work Advisor, on Child Friendly Church and Messy Church. She gave an excellent presentation and would be happy to come and give advice to the PCC on this topic.

No date was fixed for the next meeting but will probably be held soon after the installation of Reverend Derek Baines. 
The Reverend Derek Baines joined the PCC meeting at 8.00pm; he introduced himself to the PCC members and told everyone he was looking

The Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal: Help Us to Help Our Heroes

On the 11th day of the 11th month 1918 the guns fell silent on the Western Front. The soldiers hoped to come home to a land fit for heroes, but this was not to be. There was little or no work; families had no breadwinner because many men had lost their lives in the war. Widows and wounded ex-servicemen were begging in the streets – life was very hard. But out of all this darkness and despair came Lance Corporal Lister, a Lancashire man. He encouraged bosses to give work and shelter, and contribute 6d to the “pot of gold”. The government of the day encouraged Lister to get all the different ex-service groups together under one umbrella and so, on 15th May 1921, was born the British Legion. 
This year the Legion celebrates 90 years of service to the ex-service and serving community and is still going strong. The work of the Legion is as relevant today as it was then; in just a few weeks the 90th Poppy Appeal will be launched – we need your help if we are to raise the necessary funds. Walking St Oswald’s Way in Northumberland:  Between August 17th and 26th, Cath Greenlees will be walking St Oswald’s Way, a 92-mile walk from Hadrian’s Wall to Holy Island (Lindisfarne).
