Well here we are after a long wait – you have a new Rector and I have a new parish. All change!! Firstly I would like to say a huge thank you for the warm welcome that you have given me as I arrived in the parish (even in spite of the comments about me being a ‘Yorkie’). The service of institution and induction was fantastic and Sharon, me and the family felt at home with you all, and enjoyed a wonderful evening. I look forward to getting to know you all better as time rolls on. 

The Bishop’s sermon told us that we should be prepared to receive surprises and listen to God in our prayer and worship. October and November are months of looking back and looking forward in the church’s calendar.
